Communications from the Board – January 2010
This “Communications” is meant to enhance communications between the Board and Unit Owners.  It is not an official document of the Association (since it has not been voted on) and it is not minutes.  It will be published on an as-needed basis.
Parking in fire-lanes

Long Branch fire trucks were at Marina Bay Club in December responding to minor fires due to the power surge on the electrical grid.    The fire trucks had a difficult time maneuvering around Marina Bay Club since there were cars illegally parked in fire lanes.  As a consequence the police came through Marina Bay Club and ticketed illegally parked vehicles.  These vehicles are a danger since they restrict movement of the police and fire companies.   
Fire lanes are indicated by signage on the roads.  Unless you are parking in clearly designated parking areas, then anything else is a fire-lane.
There have been calls from Unit Owners to Management reporting vehicles parking in fire-lanes.  Management cannot call police unless they actually see the violation.

Unit owners should call the Long Branch Police (732-222-1000), not management or Board of Trustee members, if they observe egregious abuse of the no-parking zones.   The Police will take your name but not reveal your name to the offending persons.  Please call Management (732-460-2800) if the Police do not seem receptive to your complaint.
Snow removal procedures
During the snowstorm in mid-December, most Unit owners facilitated cleanup by parking their cars either in garages or finding other locations that did not impact the clean-up.   The clean-up cost us approximately $12,000 and we would like to restate the procedures in the expectation that following these procedures will reduce our costs.

1.  Red cones will be put in parking slots that are not to be used.  These are two slots in the middle of each parking cluster on dead-end streets.  In this way, the snow removal company can just push the snow into the vacated parking slots.  Please do not remove these cones.
2. Park your vehicles in your garage.  Excess vehicles can be parked in overflow parking areas.  Do NOT park behind your garage.
3. Do not park in fire-lanes.  If an area has no designated parking lines, then it is a fire-lane.

4. Removing snow from the small parking aprons behind your garage (these are cemented areas) is the Unit Owner’s responsibility.

Underage drinking and abusive behavior

A number of unit owners have called Management about witnessing underage drinking and other abusive behavior.    By the time Management receives the message, it is too late to call the police.  Underage drinking or using drugs is not only illegal but a potential cause of a lawsuit if someone gets injured on Marina Bay Club property. Unit owners should call the police (732-222-1000).
