Communications from the Board – July 2009

Annual Meeting and Election Results
The Annual Meeting of Marina Bay Club was held July 1, 2009.   Two positions were open and Bill McGruther and Neal Herschenfeld were elected.  Neal is a new Board member and will take the position as Chair of the Building Committee and Bill was installed as the new President of the Board and will continue to head Landscaping. Bill Holden Retires from the Board

Bill Holden, our immediate past President of the Board decided not to run again for the Board.  However, he will remain active on the Building Committee.   During his tenure as President, Bill made many significant contributions to the improvement of Marina Bay Club including overall responsibility of repaving of the roads, new tennis courts, recoating of the decks, and extensive landscaping.  Bill was also Chair of the Building Committee and supervised many preventative maintenance projects that should save us money in the long run and contributes to the overall beauty of Marina Bay Club.
Insurance issues
The amendment to the By-Laws regarding insurance was passed with over 75% of the eligible Unit Owners voting “Yes” on the ballot. There were no “No” votes.   This amendment clarifies the language in the By-Laws to emphasize that the Association’s insurance is a “bare-walls” policy.   Bare-walls insurance states that the Association insures the shell of your Unit but not the interior of the unit or any windows or sky-lights.   Unit owners are encouraged to contact their insurance agent to determine if they have adequate coverage for the interior of the Unit plus personal property. This vote does not affect your maintenance fee.
Swimming Pool Hours:

As of July 1, 2009, swimming pool hours are from 10:30 am to 7:00 pm, seven days a week until mid-August when they change from 10:30 am to dusk.  Final day is Labor Day.
Violations and fines

Unit owners are expected to follow the Rules and Regulations posted on the Association’s website (http://MarinaBayClub.net).   Unit owners who violate these rules and regulations get an initial warning and then a fine of $100 per month until remedied.   The majority of the violations during the summer months are overgrowths in the Rock Garden and using the Rock Garden as a storage facility.    Please keep the Rock Gardens neat.   Also,  Unit owners are reminded that beach and pool towels are not to be hung over the railings of the decks.
Another violation which fortunately is rarely found but is important to note is the inappropriate location of grills with propane tanks.  Grills with propane tanks should be located in the Rock Garden as far as possible from the Unit.    Propane tanks should also not be stored in garages.   State of New Jersey law also applies here and there can be heavy fines from the State for inappropriate location of propane tanks.
Parking at the marina 

Parking at the marina is allowed during the week but not on weekends or holidays.    Please obey the posted signs.  The marina contributes to the beauty of Marina Bay Club and the owners have made significant investments in maintaining and upgrading this facility.  

Major projects

The Board has decided to install new street lights in Marina Bay Club.  This also may require some new installation of electrical wires underground.   It is hard to obtain replacement parts for the lights and they occasionally fail during heavy rains due to faulty wiring underground.  These streetlights are approximately twenty-five years old and we will be replacing them with more modern, energy efficient lights with a larger illumination “footprint”.    During 2010 we will be contemplating repainting or restaining the wooden railings and wooden steps to the rock garden.
Garage and front doors
By this time all the garage doors should have been repainted.  If you examine your garage and find that they have not been painted, please call Hearthstone Central at 732-460-2800 and request that they be painted.    The front doors (but not the screen doors) are in the process of being painted.

The Board of Marina Bay Club and our management company try to keep abreast of any deterioration of our physical plant.  However, any calls or email from Unit owners commenting on cracked siding, loose gutters, plugged gutters and any other items that have deteriorated would be appreciated.
