Watering

Monmouth County has implemented a watering emergency that precludes using our sprinkler system - so that the lawn will start to “brown”.    You are allowed to hand-water shrubs and bushes.   Even if the sprinkler system was on, there has not been enough rain to properly irrigate the shrubs.  Please coordinate with your neighbors and extensively hand water the shrubs and small trees around your rock garden and/or near the center walk.    Twice a week, you should flood each of these shrubs (about five minutes each) so that they do not die.

Election Results of July 7, 2010 annual meeting

Fire Hazards

We recently had a fire on a deck due to a cigarette causing flammable material to catch fire.   Neither the coating of the deck nor the siding is fire-proof.    We also have had issues in the past where a grill on the deck caused melting of the siding due to the proximity of the grill to the siding.  Please be careful and extinguish all cigarettes in water or sand rather than just throwing them over the side of your desk or extinguishing them on your deck.

Lifeguard sign-up sheet
The Board is concerned that persons other than Unit Owners and their guests are using the pool and tennis facilities.   As you enter the pool now, Unit owners whether with guests or not, must fill out a sign-up that the lifeguard will maintain.    If you have guests and are not accompanying them to the pool, make sure they know your Unit Number as the life guard will be checking the sign-in sheet against a master list of Unit Owners. 
Tennis court access

The tennis court has a new combination lock.   The combination may be obtained from the lifeguard who will verify that you are a Unit Owners or by calling Management at 732-460-2800.
Snow Removal Assessments
As explained in previous communications, there was a special assessment due to the unanticipated costs of snow removal this past winter season. This was payable by July 1, 2010. Landscaping
In a preliminary step, overgrown and dead shrubs and trees were removed from Marina Bay Club property especially on the center “island” near the river and the island opposite units 89 to 93.   In the fall, we will be doing replanting.   Several Unit Owners have initiated new plantings already.  The Board has no problems with Unit Owners doing so as long as the plantings are “appropriate”. Recycling area:
The recycling area by the tennis court is to be used for newspapers, plastic and metal cans and cardboard (flattened out).  It is not to be used to discard other types of trash such as plants and rugs.  Rich Weber, our handy man, does a great job of maintaining the area and we should cooperate with him by not using the area for other than the indicated uses (posted on the sign on the recycling fence).
