Cleaning out dryer vents
We would like to remind Unit owners that dryer ductwork must be performed by October 1, 2011 and the receipt sent to Management.  If not done by the due date, Unit owners will be penalized $100 per month.
One of the Board members recommended Air Doctors of Allenhurst (732-531-1523). Their charge is $75 plus tax – assuming that the vent is on ground level.  Unit owners are of course free to use any other service.  Before using another vendor please check the Better Business Bureau.  Being a member of the National Air Duct Cleaners Association (NADCA) is a “plus”.
The ductwork leading from the vent to the dryer should be cleaned from both the inside (where the hose from the dryer meets the duct) and from the outside.   Make sure when you query a vendor over the telephone that they will do both. 
Swimming Pool

The Board of Marina Bay Club wishes to thank all the Unit Owners that help maintain the appearance of the sitting areas of the pool by closing umbrellas and tilting chairs against the tables when they leave.  This is our first season without a lifeguard and things are going well.
Some reminders:  Please securely close the entrance door behind you as you enter or leave the pool area. Also, we want to remind you that no glass items are allowed in the pool and it is helpful to place towels on your chairs so that any suntan lotions do not adhere to the chairs.  Please notify management at 732-571-2800 if you observe any violation of the pool rules and regulations and broken furniture.  We especially do not want visitors to the pool who are not guests of residents of Marina Bay.  Call Management if you have any questions.
The pool will close for the season on Labor Day, September 5, 2011.
Modifying the exterior of your Unit

We remind all Unit owners that any changes to the exterior of your Unit must be approved by the Board.   This includes any exterior painting and affixing anything to the exterior.  Several Unit owners who have violated this rule are being assessed a penalty of $100 a month until they resolve their violation.
