Communications from the Board – May 2010

This “Communications” is meant to enhance communications between the Board and Unit Owners.  It is not an official document of the Association (since it has not been voted on) and it is not minutes – however it reflects the official minutes of the Association.  It will be published on an as-needed basis.   

Meeting time change for Board Meetings:
Starting Wednesday, June 2, 2010 – open portion of the monthly meetings held at the Pool House will start at approximately 7:00 pm with the first part of the meeting open to comments and questions from attendees.   The closed portion of the Board meeting will start at 6:30 pm.

Violations of Rules and Regulations of the Association.

We have a landscaping committee (headed by MaryLou Madden) that continues to monitor our landscape contractor and plans upgrades to the landscaping.  We also appreciate those Unit Owners who plant flowers and shrubs independently. 

However, some Unit Owners are remiss in taking care of areas which are not under the control of the landscaping contractor.   Typical problem areas include letting weeds grow profusely in the rock garden, using the rock garden as a storage area, hanging material on the outside of the Unit, and locating propane tanks immediately adjacent to the Unit.   

The Rules and Regulations which are on our website at http://MarinaBayClub.net and the By-Laws of the Association govern the appearance of the Community and you may obtain hard copies from Management at 732-460-2800.
Starting in May, our violations committee will walk the grounds to ensure the landscape contractor is fulfilling its obligations and will note any Unit Owners who are violating the Rules and Regulations.  A Unit owner will be given a notice of any violations and given thirty days to remedy – after which a fine of $100 per month will be applied.   If the Unit Owners protest the fine they can do so at the next Board Meeting and if the appeal is rejected, then Unit Owner has another thirty days to remedy the violation.  

Decks
The decks are finished with a special fiberglass material.  They are NOT to be painted.  If you see problems on your deck, please call Management at 732-460-2800.

Pool hours:

Pool hours start Memorial Day.   The last page of this document has a notice that you can post for a handy reminder.

Unit owners in arrears:

There are a number of Unit Owners who have not paid their monthly maintenance fees on time.   The procedure to handle late payments is as follows:

· Persons who fail to pay their monthly maintenance fee get a reminder letter from Management. 

· Persons who owe the Association more than $1000 get a letter from our attorney. Those Unit Owners not only have to pay their monthly fees but also any late fees or attorney fees.
· Unit Owners who owe more than $1000 are not allowed to use the pool or tennis court facilities.

The Association is presently pursuing two collection cases.

Pruning of shrubs:
In June our landscaper will start pruning shrubs.  If you have shrubs adjacent to your Unit that you do not want pruned, you may request red flags from our Management Company (732-460-2800) that may be put in front or adjacent to the shrubs that you do not want trimmed.  

Upcoming Elections:

You will receive a separate notice about upcoming elections to the Board and soliciting nominations.  There are three Board members whose terms expire.   Look for details in upcoming mailings.
