Communications from the Board – October 2011
This “Communications” is meant to enhance communications between the Board and Unit Owners.  It is not an official document of the Association (since it has not been voted on) and it is not minutes.  However, it is based on the official business of the Association.  It will be published on an as-needed basis. Excessive Water Use

As you all may know, we do not have separate water meters for each Unit.  Instead, the Association gets a monthly bill based on a reading of a water meter located on Patten Avenue that supplies water to all the units.   During the summer we have high water usage because of the sprinkler system and the swimming pool.    If a water pipe breaks in a Unit, the Association pays the bill for the excessive usage which in turn affects the monthly maintenance fee.  We therefore request the following:

1.  Please fix any leaking toilets and sinks.

2. Do not clean the streets using your hose.   This is a waste of water.

3. When you leave for an extended period (even for two days), turn the water supply off to the house.  If you are leaving for the winter, also drain the water supply.  We have had several instances of pipes freezing during the winter because the heating system fails.   This not only damages the interior of the Unit but causes excessive water use.  This assumes that your heating system is a hot-air system and shutting off the water supply will not affect its operation.   If you have a water-based, baseboard-heating system, then consult a competent plumber for advice.
4. Consider a simple shut off valve for your washing machine.   Hoses connected to the washing machine can rupture.  This is a simple job for a plumber and can also be done by the Unit owner.
5. As we approach the colder months and freezing temperature, turn off the water supply to the outside hose bibs.  Open the faucet to drain the water and verify that you have no water coming out of the faucet which otherwise means that the water supply was not turned off completely.
Cleaning out dryer vents
We would like to remind Unit owners that dryer ductwork should have been cleaned or inspected by a commercial company to verify that the vents are clean.  This was to be performed by October 1, 2011 and the receipt sent to Management.  If not done by the due date, Unit owners will be penalized $100 per month until this is completed.
House Numbers
We are in the process of ordering new house numbers.  Please be aware that one of our employees will be taking the old numbers off the Units and replacing the numbers (back and front).   The numbers will be brown acrylic and guaranteed for life.
Recycling

A number of persons (they could be from across Patten Avenue) have left electronic recycling and styrofoam in or near our recycling center off of Patten Avenue.    Electronics should be left at Long Branch’s recycling center on Atlantic Avenue – going south on Florence, turn right on Atlantic and the recycling center is on your left about one-half mile.   Styrofoam is not recyclable unless it specifically says so on the packaging and should be left in your garbage for pickups Tuesday and Friday.

Swimming Pool

The Board of Marina Bay Club wishes to thank all the Unit Owners that help maintain the appearance of the sitting areas of the pool by closing umbrellas and tilting chairs against the tables when they leave.  This was our first season without a lifeguard and things went well.  The pool was opened earlier and stayed open later allowing more opportunities for Unit owners to use the pool.
Do not misplace your entry card – new ones will not be generated for 2012.

Modifying the exterior of your Unit

We remind all Unit owners that any changes to the exterior of your Unit must be approved by the Board.   This includes any exterior painting and affixing anything to the exterior.  Several Unit owners who have violated this rule are being assessed a penalty of $100 a month until they resolve their violation.
We have added the color “Andersen Bronze” (Andersen is the manufacturer) to the list of acceptable colors for doors.  Details about acceptable configurations of doors and windows may be obtained by going to http://MarinaBayClub.net and clicking on “Specifications/Vendors”.  If you use this color, you do not need to supply a color chip to Management for an external configuration change.  However, you still need to submit your request to Management for approval.
