Future Board meetings for 2007
The next three open Board meetings are scheduled for October 3rd, November 7th and December 5th.   

Landscaping and Concrete Work
Mulch was added to all plant beds in Marina Bay Club.   A major effort to enhance the landscaping will entail redoing the two courtyards between clusters on the south side of Marina Bay Club closest to the water.  Other courtyards will be done in 2008.   This will only affect plantings close to the walkway.  There will be no landscape work done right outside your rock gardens.  Before this commences, new concrete will be put down on some sections between the clusters.    Blue dots on the sidewalk identify sections that will be replaced...  Eventually, all sections with blue dots and concrete garage aprons with cracks in them will be replaced prior to repaving of the roads next year.
Pansies will be planted in front of Marina Bay Club and the center island closest to the water.   Winter pansies are cold weather flowers and last throughout the winter and early spring even after snow cover them.  If you are interested in having pansies planted near your unit, please contact the management company who will get you in touch with the landscaper.
Insurance Coverage
The Board is actively working on insurance issues for Marina Bay Club.  At the conclusion of this study, the Board will forward more information to Unit Owners.
