Upcoming Board meetings

Parking in fire lanes
A number of persons have been parking their vehicles in fire lanes.  This is dangerous and illegal.  Emergency vehicles may not be able to maneuver past these illegally parked vehicles.  The Long Branch police will start issuing tickets to vehicles parked in fire lanes.
Holiday Decorations

Holiday decorations on the exterior of your Unit may be put up after December 1, 2009 and must be removed by January 15, 2010.

Leaving for the Winter?  Consider turning off water.
Last winter we had a few occasions where the heating system failed during the winter causing water pipes to freeze and flood the Units.   Since the Unit owners were in the South for the winter, the problem was not noticed until water starting running out of their Unit.   For persons on an extended leave from their Marina Bay Club Unit, we suggest you consider turning off the water and draining the water pipes before you leave.   Also, it is essential that management knows how to reach you at all times and there is a person in the area that has the keys to your Unit.
New street lights   
New street lights will be installed in the next few months.   The choice of a vendor was done by Board members Kathy Winthrop and MaryLou Madden.
Reminder of garage lights on at night.

We have had two break-ins of cars parked on the streets.   We remind you to keep your external garage doors lights on at night.

Board approvals for changes to exteriors

All changes to your Unit exteriors have to be approved by the Board.  The appropriate committee of the Board will verify that any changes conform to the current “look” of Marina Bay Club.  That means any colors must match the color on your garages and windows must slide horizontally.   Any replacement of sliders with conventional doors must also be approved by the Board.

Garden Bay Windows 

A few Unit owners have replaced their garden bay windows with newer models while others have replaced their garden bay windows with conventional windows.   Either way, please request approval from the Board.

Non-American flags

Noisy or other inappropriate behavior of Unit owners.
Most of our neighbors are considerate of other Unit owners.  However, sometimes we have neighbors who consistently flout the rules of Marina Bay Club or act in a manner what is considered inappropriate including parking cars outside garages that block your entrance, persistent noise, or other incidents which may violate what others consider reasonable social etiquette.    Although there are restrictions in the Rules and Regulations about noise, illegal parking, and other nuisances, these rules are very hard to enforce if the complaint occurs some time after the incident.  You should call the Management office during office hours and report your concerns and the Management company will log your complaint and will convey this information to the Board if you so request.   However, there is little Management can do because the complaint usually occurs many hours after the incident.      The most immediate recourse to what you consider egregious behavior is to call the Long Branch Police at the time of the incident.    The police will ticket illegally parked vehicles or demand they be removed and other complaints (say of excessive noise) will be handled.   When you report the incident to the police, you must reveal your name but the police will not convey that information to the subject of the complaint.
