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BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

April 7, 2007

7:00 PM

MINUTES

Meeting Location:  The meeting took place at the Association’s pool house.

Present at the Meeting:  Bill Holden, Michael Matthews Joe Cornacchio, Jack Larkin, Harris Drucker, Fred Hock, Mary Lou Madden and Kathy Winch (Management)

No owners present

Bill Holden called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.

The Board reviewed the minutes from the March 7, 2007 meeting.  A motion was made by Harris Drucker and seconded by Bill Holden to approve the minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Management reviewed the FWH engineering report with the Board.  The report calls for the installation of footing drains at units 62, 61, and 3.  Klenk Company will be providing estimates for each unit.  FWH also stated if the footing drain does not work, an interior sump pump should be installed in the crawlspace of each unit under the stairs.

The Board requested Management find out when the proper light bulbs will be installed into the new fixtures by John Klenk.  Management to contact Klenk.

The Board directed Management to add a line item to the income/expense statement to reflect there is $35,000.00 available from the special assessment for landscaping.  Harris Drucker to work on a budget plan.

Mary Lou Madden reported a problem with her gutter by the garage.  Management to issue a work order to Klenk Company.

It was noted there will be three vacancies on the Board as of the July election – Harris Drucker, Jack Larkin and Fred Hock.

Fred Hock noted he will be resigning as the chair of the pool committee as of July, 2007.  Jack Larkin and Joe Cornacchio will co-chair the committee.  Fred stated he wanted to purchase new pool chairs and umbrellas in accordance with his pool budget.  He will have Rich Weber assist with delivery.

The Board reviewed the opinion of Ramsey Berman pertaining to the rock gardens.  Ramsey Berman, along with Management, suggested the Board pass a resolution dictating the appearance of the rock gardens, but the Board declined.  Harris and Mary Lou will again inspect the rock gardens and instruct Management to send one final letter, advising if they are not cleaned up,  the Association will have it cleaned up and billed back to the unit owner.

Based on the recommendation of the landscaping chair, Harris Drucker, the Board did not approve the proposal for the installation of mulch.

It was decided that Harris Drucker will meet with Jack Larkin to review the rules and regulations, and present to the Board at the next meeting.

A motion was made by Harris Drucker and seconded by Jack Larkin to amend the wording on Rule #12, Page 4 of the rules.  Motion carried.   Harris and Jack to discuss at their meeting.

The Board reviewed a fiberglass proposal from Mike McDermott.  A motion was made by Harris Drucker and seconded by Mary Lou Madden to have Mr. McDermott repair the deck at unit 33 as a test of his work.  Motion carried, all in favor.  This is pending proper insurance documentation is received.

Bill Holden mentioned the power washing would begin once the back flow preventor is install and the water is turned on.

Bill Holden mentioned the Association’s records are on site.  Jack Larkin to go through the last three years of boxes.

Harris Drucker stated the dryer vent painting should begin next week.  Harris will prepare notices to be posted by Rich Weber on the mailboxes.  Harris will get a price to have the contractor caulk the ends of the decks.

Bill Holden mentioned a skylight contractor, Jim Garregan, has been brought in by several unit owners to replace their skylights.  Jim told Bill that the skylights in the community are old and need to be replaced.  Jim also stated that he found rotted plywood around the perimeter of the skylights.  Going forward, Jim will replace a skylight at the cost of the unit owner, but will charge the Association for any rotted plywood he needs to replace.

The Board directed Management to get an attorney opinion as to whether unit owners can operate a commercial business from home.  Management was also directed to inquire with the City of Long Branch if a person needs a permit to operate a business out of their home.

The Board reviewed an email from the owner of #18 regarding the placement of their satellite dish.  The Board of Trustees directed Management to get an attorney opinion regarding the placement of a satellite dish.  In the meantime, the Board of Trustees directed Management to send the owner a letter that the dish must be moved to the rock garden.

The meeting adjourned into executive session at 8:45PM.  The next meeting will take place on Wednesday, May 2, 2007 at 7:00PM at the pool house.
