MINUTES

Meeting Location:  The meeting took place at the Association’s pool house.

Fred Hock announced the hiring of Richard Weber as the Association’s new maintenance man.  He will work afternoons in August, and work in the mornings thereafter, at 16 hours per week.  There is a 60 day probationary period.

Fred then noted Richard Weber would be available to do extra work for the residents, but the financial arrangements would be between the owner and Richard Weber, not the Association.

Fred Hock stated plastic materials are not to be recycled and a notice will be put to that effect in the Recycling Area.

Richard Block (#71) asked about the status of his request to get a tree trimmed.  Bill Holden replied since there was not a full Board meeting in July, that matter had not yet been resolved.
