MINUTES

The meeting took place at the Association’s pool house.

The Board reviewed the minutes from the January meeting.  A motion was made by  Fred Hock and seconded Mary Lou Madden to approve the minutes.  Motion carried, all in favor.

The action list was reviewed and updated.

A motion was made by Joe Cornacchio and seconded by Mary Lou Madden to approve the Hi-Tech proposal for winter pruning.  Motion carried.

There was a discussion regarding the holiday decorations that are still up around the community.  A motion was made by Joe Cornacchio and seconded by Harris Drucker to add a rule to the regulations that holiday decorations may not be put up until December 1 of each year and must be removed not later than January 15th.  Motion carried 5-0-1 (Hock abstained)

The Board reviewed the letter from Ilene Winters (#52) regarding complaints about her neighbors.  The Board requested Management prepare a letter for the Board’s review that unless an owner can show where someone is explicitly violating the rules and regulations, nothing can be done.  Management to also obtain information if anyone can sign a complaint to tow someone parked in a fire zone.

It was noted that a hose was left running at Unit 8.  The Board directed Management to contact the owners of Unit 8.

Unit 51 raised the issue of the missing fence near their property line.   The Board decided it would not make sense to put back the fence until our neighbor’s construction has been completed.
