ANNUAL MEETING MINUTES
Meeting Location:  The meeting took place at the Association’s pool house.

Present at the Meeting:  Bill Holden, Mary Lou Madden, Kathy Winthrop, Bill McGruther, Fred Hock, Joe Cornacchio, Harris Drucker, Tina Cadott (Management) and Kathy Winch (Management)

Bill Holden called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.  A quorum was established and proof of meeting notice was recorded.

It was noted there were two seats open for election and two people running for election.  As there were as many candidates running as there were seats open, a motion was made by Dr. Jack Verdon and seconded by Bill Holden to accept the candidates as slated.  Motion carried and Neal Herschenfeld and Bill McGruther were elected to three-year terms each.

Kathy Winthrop gave a financial report.  She stated she is in the process of reviewing the audit and it will be available shortly.  As of the end of 2008, the Association had $300,000.00 in the bank but noted the Association should have more in reserve and if there was an emergency, there would have to be a special assessment.  Kathy also reported that the exterior light fixtures would be replaced in the fall.

Harris Drucker noted that the Board had begun to send notices electronically to those people that provided email addressed, as it will save the Association money in postage and copying expense.  Harris also noted that the deadline to return the ballots for the insurance amendment has been extended to the end of July as in order for the amendment to pass, 75% of eligible voters need to approve it.

It was noted if anyone sees a person climbing the pool fence at night to call the police.

Bill Holden noted the pool house floor had been painted, the garage doors were painted and the next phase of painting would be the front doors.

There was a question regarding window replacement.  It was noted that a homeowner can replace a garden window with a regular window and to contact Management for the procedures on obtaining Board approval.  It was noted that the color must match and a sample must be presented to the Board.  It was also stated that the Board was working on a new standard for replacement.

Jerome Newler (Unit 77) stated his garage door was not painted.  Bill Holden said he would check with the painter.

The meeting adjourned into Executive Session at 7:20PM.
