BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

JUNE 2, 2010

MINUTES

The meeting took place at the Association’s pool house.

Present at the Meeting:  H. Drucker, N. Herschenfeld, B. McGruther, T. Waclawik, K. Winch, T. Cadott (Management) J. DeFino (Attorney)

Absent:  J. Cornacchio, M. Madden and K. Winthrop 

Homeowners Present:  Mr. and Mrs. Sklinar (Unit 92), Jack Larkin (Unit 42), Mr. and Mrs. Rochford (Unit 90) and Mr. and Mrs. Underwood (Unit 19).

The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.

The Board introduced themselves to the homeowners and advised they were be conducting the Board meeting differently.  They noted the open session would be open to the homeowners for their comments at the beginning of the meeting and then the board would proceed with their business.

Mr. Rochford stated he had concerns about the removal of the shrubs along the sidewalk as there is nothing wrong with them and does not want them removed without another plant being installed in its place.  Mr. Rochford further requested the trees in front of his unit be trimmed along the marina, as he currently does not a view.  Bill McGruther explained the chair of the landscaping committee is not at the meeting but would be informed of the concerns of the homeowners regarding the landscaping.

Mr. Sklinar stated Unit 93 was treated for termites and it was his understanding at the previous meeting his unit was to be treated also.  Management explained he should have been contacted directly by Cowley’s for treatment.  Management to contact Cowley’s.

Mrs. Underwood explained there are shrubs along the sidewalk of their units, which are dead and have vines growing in them and have requested they be removed.  Harris Drucker advised the landscaping committee would review.  She also noted there are about 7 or 8 shrubs that have were never replaced in the courtyard when the landscaping was redone.

Jack Larkin stated his wife had contacted Management via email and received a response immediately and the contractor had contacted them within 3 days.

The Board reviewed the minutes from the May 5, 2010 meeting.  A motion was made by Bill McGruther and seconded by Harris Drucker to approve the minutes.  Motion carried, all in favor. 

The action list was reviewed.  

The Financial reports were reviewed.  Management noted the Hudson City CD was added to the Summary of Bank Accounts.

Neal Herschenfeld provided the building report.  He explained there have been several units that have had water in the lower portion of the units.  The protocol is for Winch to be notified so they can check the drains and clean if necessary.  If there is still a water problem, John Klenk is then notified.

Harris Drucker provided the landscaping report, as Mary Lou was absent from the meeting.  Harris noted Ray from Atlantic Seal Coating was hired by the Association to remove bushes throughout the community, which have been flagged by the landscaping committee.  The Board approved this expenditure via email 6-1 in favor.

Harris Drucker provided the communications report.  He explained there were communications sent out regarding shrub removal, no parking in restricted areas and the election notification.

There was a discussion pertaining to the new bathroom installation.  Harris Drucker requested the contractor use colored grout when installing the new tile.

There was also a discussion pertaining to the seal coating of the asphalt.   Management recommended getting a written contract and a certificate of insurance from Ray from Atlantic Seal Coating prior to him beginning the work on the roadway.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:45PM.  The next meeting is the annual meeting, to be held on July 7, 2010.
