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BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

May 2, 2007

7:00 PM

MINUTES

Meeting Location:  The meeting took place at the Association’s pool house.

Present at the Meeting:  Bill Holden, Joe Cornacchio, Jack Larkin, Harris Drucker, Fred Hock, Mary Lou Madden and Tina Cadott (Management)

Eight homeowners were present.

Bill Holden called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.

Mr. Cohen (Unit 21) inquired when the deck repair would begin, as he needs to remove the furniture.  Bill Holden explained the past deck contractor, D.B. Drawbraugh, finished 43 decks and 50% of those decks are now peeling and have cracks.  A new contractor has been located and is supposed to be onsite next week to do two decks as a prototype with a new product.  The Board will review their work and proceed from there.  There are 4-6 decks that need to be done immediately.  Bill indicated the process should take about 2 weeks.

Mrs. Bernstein (Unit 8) inquired about the water leak into their garage.  It was noted there is a leak in her laundry room ceiling.  Harris Drucker inquired if the owners knew where the leak originated. Unit owner noted they did not and Harris suggested they cut a hole into the ceiling to locate the leak.

Harvey Stewart’s (Unit 40) letter will be addressed by Pat MacAlary from FWH Associates.  Bill Holden inquired if Management had the proposal from John Klenk; Management stated they would check with Kathy Winch if proposal were received.

Reid Jackson (Unit 36) inquired how much longer the special assessment would be.  Jack Larkin indicated until June of 2008.  Bill Holden noted the special assessment is on target.  Bill Holden explained without any unforeseeable expenses there should not be a need to lengthen the special assessment.

Mr. Cohen (Unit 21) inquired when the roofs were replaced.  It was noted the roof were replaced in 1993-1994.

Ken Higgins (Unit 92) inquired about the flood coverage for the units and community.  Unit owner explained his mortgage company notified him the Association does not carry adequate insurance.    Jack Larkin stated the Association insurance company indicated the Association carried adequate insurance for the replacement of the buildings.  Jack Larkin to speak to insurance agent regarding the replacement cost.

There was a question as to the cost of the replacement of the pool furniture and tennis court refurbishment as not all of the owners use the pool and tennis court.  It was explained that these amenities are part of the Association and need to be maintained.  

Reid Jackson (Unit 36) had a question regarding businesses being run out of the units.  The Board noted it was being discussed at the executive session.

Mr. Cashman (Unit 61) noted he had not heard from contractor regarding his water leak.  Management noted that they had met with an independent engineer who provided specifications for the repair.  Management also noted that they had an appointment with Aiese & Associates to get a proposal for said work.

Unit 64 noted they called Management to report a loose railing and did not receive a response back.  Management informed the Board that the unit owner had called Management on 4/25/07 to report the loose railing and Management issued a work order on the same day.  After a further discussion, Fred Hock made a motion for Management to send a copy of said work orders to the homeowner for confirmation that a work order was issued, Bill Holden second the motion, all –present approved.

The Board reviewed the minutes from the March 7, 2007 meeting.  A motion was made by Harris Drucker and seconded by Bill Holden to approve the minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Management explained John Klenk was waiting for additional lights to be shipped as they are currently back ordered. 

Fred Hock gave the pool report.  He explained there was another problem with a pipe leading to the street which needs to he opened at the sidewalk to find the problem.  Fred asked that Jack Larkin and Joe Cornacchio oversee the project.  Joe indicated he would take care of issue this week.  Fred also indicated they were purchasing new pool furniture this week.  Bill Holden indicated he has proposals to caulk and repair cement around the pool and the landscaper will treat the weeds in the pool area before Memorial Day.

Harris Drucker gave the Rules and Regulations report.  He noted the rules and regulations were changed for #10, a new rule was added for #7 & 3, rule #14 to be removed and #11 rule is new.  On rule #11 Joe requested the sentence to signs to be added to be removed.  Harris Drucker made a motion to approve the rules and regulations, Bill Holden second the motion, all-present approved.

There was a discussion as to homeowners being negligent in the community. It was noted per the By-laws, homeowners are not permitted to install carpeting to the decks and they should not be painted with latex paint. 

Mary Lou Madden indicated she was informed by the Post office that the mailboxes were used.  Mary Lou stated she did not know when they would be installed and needed to call back as the postmaster was not in.

8:30PM Fred Hock left the meeting.

Management was directed to contact Trey from Cierpik Electric to inquire if electrical work was completed.

It was noted Rich Weber will be doing the power washing at the pool and will then complete painting.

Joe Cornacchio explained there were three areas of puddles on the tennis court.  Complete Asphalt to check the areas of concern and apply a filler coat and then another coat of color, it should be completed in two weeks.

The Board agreed to hold off the gutter cleaning until the next meeting.

Jack Larkin indicated he did not get any additional information pertaining to the a/c sleeve for unit 89.

It was noted there are areas of defective siding due to unit owners using their grills to close to the siding.  Harris Drucker indicated he would write a letter to unit owners.  

There was a discussion pertaining to unit 18 satellite dish installation.  The Board approves the current location.  A letter to be sent to homeowner indicating he must plant bushes around satellite dish to disguise it.

There was a discussion as the landscaping in the middle islands.  Harris Drucker indicated Brian the landscaper is overloaded with work and Harris has not spoken to him regarding the landscaping.

Bill Holden made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Jack Larkin second the motion all-present approved.
