BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

MAY 6, 2009

MINUTES

The meeting took place at the Association’s pool house.

Present at the Meeting:  H. Drucker, F. Hock, B. Holden, J. CornacchIo, M. Madden (7PM), B. McGruther, K. Winthrop, K. Winch (Management) 

Homeowners Present:  Mr. And Mrs. Rudzinski, Unit 47 (7:00PM)

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM

The Board reviewed the minutes from the April 1, 2009 meeting.  A motion was made by Harris Drucker and seconded by Bill Holden to approve the minutes.  Motion carried, all in favor.

The action list was reviewed.  

A motion was made by Harris Drucker and seconded by Bill Holden to extend the deadline for returning the insurance ballots by one month and give the Board a list of those owners that did not vote.  Motion carried, all in favor.  Harris Drucker to draft a new communication regarding the insurance ballot.

Management noted that the owners of Unit 1 are requesting permission to install a natural gas line for their grill.  The Board will approve the request, as long as a copy of the permit from the City of Long Branch is submitted to the Board.

Bill Holden reported he had received three prices for the cost of installing new streetlights and poles.  A motion was made by Joe Cornacchio and seconded by Mary Lou Madden to approve the proposal from Cierpik Electric.  Motion carried, all in favor.  

The financials were reviewed by the Board.

Fred Hock stated the pool would be opening Saturday, May 23rd.  There was a discussion regarding pool hours, and if the pool could be open later on the weekends without a lifeguard.  Roger Rudzinski volunteered to observe the pool during night swimming and suggested the Board request other volunteers.  Management was instructed to look into insurance requirements.

Mrs. Rudzinksi requested a bocce ball or horseshoe pit be constructed next to the fence in the pool area.  Bill Holden stated to bring up the request during the budget process.

A motion was made by Bill Holden and seconded by Fred Hock to give Kevin Fister a $1.00/hr increase to $13.00/hr and he will work 20 hours per week.  Motion carried, all in favor.

There was a discussion regarding the fence replacement.  Harris Drucker noted he went to the planning board meeting.  The project is approved subject to DEP approval.  There is no date to start building.  If the plan goes forward, the fence will be between Marina Bay and their property.  Bill Holden to get a price for the fence and will email to the Board to see if approved during the June meeting. 

The meeting adjourned into executive session at 7:30PM.
