BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

NOVEMBER 5, 2008

MINUTES

The meeting took place at the Association’s pool house.

Present at the Meeting:  F. Hock, K. Winthrop, B. Holden, J. CornacchIo, M. Madden, B. McGruther, K. Winch (Management)

Absent:  H. Drucker

Homeowners Present:  None

The meeting was called to order at 6:38PM

The Board reviewed the minutes from the October meeting.  A motion was made by Fred Hock and seconded by Bill McGruther to approve the minutes.  Motion carried, all in favor.

The action list was reviewed.

A motion was made by Bill McGruther and seconded by Fred Hock that once an action item is closed, it should be removed from the action list.  Motion carried, all in favor.

Mary Lou and Kathy Winthrop reported they had spoken with Warshauer Electric and looked at the Hanover light fixtures.  Management to contact Warhshauer to request a color sample for the next meeting.  

A motion was made by Bill Holden and seconded by Mary Lou Madden to approve the proposal from Cierpik Electric to get new timers for the lights.  Motion carried, all in favor.

Management was directed to send a copy of the insurance amendment to Bill McGruther.

Kathy Winthrop discussed the financial reports.  It was stated there might be enough available funds to pay for the pool repair and landscaping project in December as opposed to January 2009.

Kathy Winthrop presented the proposed 2009 budget.  After review, a motion was made by Fred Hock and seconded by Mary Lou Madden to approve the budget as per Kathy Winthrop’s recommendations and to pay for the pool repair and landscaping project in December if funds permit.  Motion carried, all in favor.

The Board discussed the landscaping plan for the front entrance.  Mary Lou Madden obtained a plan from Sickles, from which High Tech made some revisions.  High Tech’s proposal for the front entrance is $6,370.00 plus tax.

A motion was made by Kathy Winthrop and seconded by Bill McGruther to approve the High Tech proposal.  Motion carried, 4-0 (Hock abstained).

Fred Hock mentioned there is broken bottles and glass in the parking lot by the pool area and it is suspected people are drinking in that area.  The Board voted that Rich Weber is to call the police if he sees any suspicious activity.

Bill Holden stated the person that was supposed to interview for the part time painter job did not show up and directed Management to place an ad on craigslist.com for a part time painter for 20 hours per week.

The Board reviewed the request from Unit 43 to install a gas line for a gas fireplace.  The Board requests a copy of a sketch to show how the line would be run and wants a copy of the permit.  Management to advise the owner.

It was discussed to send out a communication that any wiring couldn’t be shown on the exterior of a building.

The Board decided to postpone seal coating the asphalt for another year.

The Board discussed passing a new rule effective January 1st that nothing weight bearing can be affixed to the building.

Being the budget was approved, the Board decided to cancel the December meeting.

The meeting adjourned into executive session at 8:05PM.  The next meeting to take place on January 7, 2009.
