BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

September 2, 2009

MINUTES

The meeting took place at the Association’s pool house.

Homeowners Present:  None

The meeting was called to order at 7:10PM.

Management announced that more than 75% of the homeowner’s had voted in approval of passing the amendment to the By-Laws regarding insurance.  The amendment has officially passed and the Association’s attorney, Joseph DeFino, will file the amendment.

The meeting briefly adjourned into executive session at 7:15PM and reopened at 7:30PM.

The Board reviewed the minutes from the August 5, 2009 meeting.  A motion was made by Harris Drucker and seconded by Mary Lou Madden to approve the minutes.  Motion carried, all in favor.

The action list was reviewed.  

Harris Drucker stated a password protection section could be added to the Association’s website and it could be completed by December.

There was a question about a work order for a skylight leak.  Management explained it had been the Board’s policy to have the contractor to go out one time to seal around the skylight when leaking, but after that it would be the responsibility of the unit owner.

Bill McGruther gave a landscaping report.  He received a proposal from High Tech for the removal of overgrowth near units 39 & 40.  Management was directed to contact the units for their thoughts on the proposal.  It was noted that the landscape design for the front south side has been approved.  No date has been scheduled but it should be completed in fall.  Harris Drucker stated he thought the  sea grass along Marina Drive at closest to the entrance was a hazard for people pulling out making a right left onto Patten Court  Avenue.  After a further discussion a motion was made by Neal Herschenfeld and seconded by Harris Drucker to trim the sea grass.  Motion carried, 4-2 (McGruther, Cornacchio against).

It was noted that the pool would be closing for the season after Labor Day.

Neal Herschenfeld gave a report on the Building committee.  He noted he was putting together items for his budget for next year, as well as for a five-year plan.


It was noted the tennis court fence was completed.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:15PM.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 7, 2009.
